Biographical skctch:

i ohannes, was born 27 September 1909 at Erolzpe:l.r:z,
Wuerttemfggg,mgr"m‘gny. He was cducated at the Oborroslschule in Lrolzh:/m,
and attondod tho Universities of Tucbingen, tuenchen, Wien, and Frankfur
Mein, From Frankfurt/lain in 1932 he received his degree as Diplomierter
Matheratiker, He was crployed as Versicherungs-lMathematiker until 1940
when he was oalled into the Signnl Torps of the Germon Army (Noghrichten-
truppe dos Heeres). He was assigned to Inspektion 7/VI, later Gencral dex
Nachrichtenaufklaerung, and became head of Scotion 1a of Gruppe IV of thia
orgonisation.

Marquart was with the rest of Gruppe IV, General der M!‘%Et%"
aufklacrung, at Bad Reichenhall at the end of the war. Because o s .
Tonk o8 Recierungsbaurat,he was taken to Civilian Internment Cemp Munber 5
at Moosburg, Gormany, where he was kept until June 1946, During this
period he filled out many questionnaires concerning his position as
Regiecrungsbaurat, but he was never asked eny specific questions congerning
his work during ‘the wer, Marquart stated that Hans Pietach of General dexr
Nachrichtenoufklasrung was also held at hMoosburg for o yeer, that thoy were

discharged together in June, 1946, and that neither was questioned asbout him
work,

After his releese from Moosburg, Marguart was employed as an
IZrntehilfer, until November, 1946, when he obtained employment with the
AlTTanz Lebensversicherung as Versichorungs-liathemetiker for the territory
around Mittelbiberech, French Zone., He now lives in Mittelbiberach with
his wife, Paula, and daughter, Ingrid, four years old,

Marquert is approximately 1,76 m tall, has bleck hair, rather coarse
and thick, fis eyes arc hazel, ond his nosc is both long and Romen., His
complexion is dark,  According to his discharge papers ho has no
distinguishing marks, Marquart expressed eagerncas to move to the Amerloan
Zono of Occupicd Germany, but so far his work has kept him in the French
Zone,  He comes to Stubtgart frregularly to report about his work, and

Hollerith machines were introduced for meking freguency counts
andespecially for finding repeats, I do not know of any machine
aids for the solution of wnchine cyphers, At the experimental
workshop in Lichterfelde a so-called "Phasensuchgercet" was developed,
which was not workoble in proctice.  Shortly before the end of the
war, the Hollerith iachines were token to Erfurt, for transfexr fo
Rosenheim in Baveris, but they never arrived,
